· So continue by giving other key words that will narrow the search.

	Quotation marks groups words to search for phrases

	+“Arabian horse” + UAE
	A plus sign makes sure each word will be searched for

	“Arabian horse” – racing 
	A minus sign excludes words from your search

	Arab*
	Asterisk finds all the forms of a word: Arabic and Arabian
